PAB Statement re dotMobi Premium Name Plan [Allocation Methods and WIPO Process] – August 2006
The draft Premium Names list was posted on mTLD’s web-site on 19th May, 2006. Upon posting the final Premium Names list mid August 2006, mTLD will publicly announce a 4 week Premium Names Application Process for Trademark Holders to begin mid September. Once this process (to be conducted by WIPO) has closed, mTLD will then begin to allocate those Premium Names that were not successfully challenged or which show challenges pending.

To ensure that the .mobi domain brings new user services to the mobile community, mTLD proposes to use several equitable allocation methods to ensure that these Premium Names are associated with functioning websites that provide mobile users with the services and features they need. mTLD proposes to allocate the Premium Names in batches using two mechanisms:  request for proposals (RFP) and auction. 

mTLD presented its Premium Name plan to PAB in 1st August, 2006 and sought feedback on the allocation methods and the WIPO process for trademark holders. PAB approved the WIPO process and the chosen allocation methods and will be consulted on the RFP document at a later stage.
